RELATED TO TEACHING

Open Educational Resources

Codified knowledge useful for teaching, learning
and stimulating discourse.

Scholarly books and
articles may also
qualify as OER, if
released under a

license which
gualifies as OER.

- Free public access. Customization always permitted.

- Formats: Videos, software, textbooks,
assessment resources, teaching guides, images
and figures, simulations....

RELATED TO RESEARCH

Open Access
Scholarly works primarily created to
document new knowledge and advance
the scholarly conversation.

Open access materials can
also be used for instruction

. in upper division courses.
- Free public access PP

- Formats: Scholarly books,
scholarly journal articles

OA and OER in Analog and Digital Environments

Analog enviroments

Note to the curious: If an
item has an open license,
but is behind a login or
paywall, it's openly
licensed. But, it is not OER
because OER is always
released freely and is
publicly accessible.

Open Educational
Resources are always open
access and online -- except

when they are in print or
other analog formats.

Open Educational
Resources

For example: printed
versions of open textbooks,
3D printed objects, etc.

Digital environments

Open access items are
always free to read.
Unless printed, they are
always online, and
never require
passwords, log-in
credentials, payments,
or access restrictions
to read.
